School History:  John Paul II Catholic School was founded in August 2013 at a temporary site with 
one homeroom each of grades 7 through 9.  Initially, classes were housed in Okatee Baptist Church.  
There were 57 students when it moved to its permanent site in January 2014.  At the beginning of the 
2014-2015 school year both the student body and the number of faculty doubled, and grade 10 was 
added. In 2015-2016 the school will house grades 7-11, and in 2016-2017 the first seniors will 
prepare for graduation.  The school services the Lowcountry Deanery of the Catholic Church, which 
comprises the Hilton Head, Bluffton, Hardeeville, Ridgeland, Beaufort, and Walterboro areas.  It also 
welcomes students of other faiths or no faith commitment who are seeking a values-based quality 
education.
