with a group of nine lay founders. Armed with a single donation of $800, these founders set out on a
massive mailing campaign to “get the word out” that after many years of planning and discussions,
the school was finally going to open. On August 26, 1993, classes began at St. Joseph’s High School
for thirteen ninth grade students in a small house leased to the school for one dollar by St. Michael's
Lutheran Church on Augusta Road. From it's inception, SJCS has grown to its current size of 685
students and more than 50 full time teachers. For the last six years, St. Joseph’s has been recog-
nized by the National Catholic Honor Role as a School of Excellence, a designation given to less than
5% of schools nationwide.
